Friday prayers were held regularly every Fri-
day at 15°° hre at the Imem's house.Attendance
figures were good, although unfortunately,many
Muslims are unable to attend owing to working
hours which are not permitted to be interrupted.
Main +topics of the Khutbas were:the rapidly
growing materialism and its danger to all spi-
ritusl progress, the one - sided development of
reason at the expence of the soul and the reme-
dying force of the only pancea of all present
ills of humanity,viz. the religion of Islam.

Sunday morning Information Classes on the
teachings of Islam were also held regularly
and are enjoying great popularity with Muslims
as well as Non-Muslims,On the 18th of December,
the Imam spoke on "Jesus Christ according to
the Islamic teachings", & lecture which found
much interest and appreciation.

Hadith and Qur'an lessons followed the Infor-
mation Clasees and were also very well atten~
ded.fhese lessons are of special importance as
there are no more Germen +translations of the
Holy Qur-an available and as the Hadith Collec-
tione have never been translated into the Ger-
man language at all,

Children's Religious Instruction Classes were
held every Sunday afternoon from 3 - 4 p.m,The
children take a great delight in listening to
stories of the Holy Prophet, his life and his
work.,

Arabic,Persian and Urdu Classes at the mosgque
continue to draw many Berlin men and women.,
There are four classes for Arsbic,incl.one for
children and one each for Persian and Urdu.

The Imam vislted.uuslims in Hamburg and North-
ern Germany from Dec, 20th - 27th, 1949. Such
vieits always meet with much appreciation and
effect a 8till = closer contact ‘between those
Muslims unable to visit the moéque and its
Berlin members,

Another three Germans embraced Islam in Decem~
ber. They found a warm and hearty reception
from the rest of the community.

A number of members of the Berlin community
are unfortunately ill in hospital and were very
frequently visited and cared for by their
brothers and sieters, L '

Numerous personal gifts were donated to the poor

It was with the hymn: "Werde Licht, Du Stadt
der Heiden"(Become light,you city of heathens)
that a lecture commenced in the course of
which Dr. Bischoff, a Christian missionary to-
be for the Muslim Orient,sketched creed and
life of +the "poor Muslim heathens" under the
rule of their “slave-master-like Allah", In
really heart-moving words he informed his Ber-
lin audience, the Nathanael Gemeinde,in Berlin
Friedenau, of the "gruseome darkness" of the
"Muslim churches", the mosques, which in their
"coldness and bareness are symbolic of Islam"
A 1little more than 150 souls {mainly oldwo-
men) learned about the real nature of Allah
who, according to the words of the said spesk-
er, a true disciple of the "love-your-enemy"
preaching prophet Jesus, is "one 1like those

despotic rulers who are even nowadaye to be
found in the Orient", In the following,I would
like to give you a short review of the lec-

ture as delivered by Dr.Bischoff. The religion
of Islam does not know the feeling of love
and thus it ie the duty of the cross to bring
to those who are in utter darkness (the Mus-
lims) the 1light of the gospel. But mind you,
‘Christian missionaries’ activities in Muslim
countries are very dangerous and difficult
for, first of 8ll, the falee prophet Mohammed
is more wup to date than Christ, and secondly,
these activities are satrictly <forbidden by
the Islamic law prevailing  in the Muslim Or-
ient. And,my dear Berlin brothers and sisters,
it 1is a serious sign that even in Berlin a
mosgque has been erected through the work of
which more than 200 Christian Germans have
turned their back to the message of light and
life which +the Gospel proclaims. Therefore
missionary work under Mohammedans is mere de-
fence,although({according to Christian opinion)
missionary work is to be an attack. So far the
introducing words of the learned speaker. To
be more impressive, he illustrated his words
by means of a film showing institution and
activities of the Christian Mission for the
Blind in Persia, which is headed by Mr.Christ-
ofel and has two homes in Tabriz and Ispahan.
These two towns,you must know,are in the back-
ward country of Iran, where especially all
sorts of eye diseases trouble the population.
This, of course,is due to the unhygenic condi-
tions in the country and due to syphilis, a
disease which has nearly died out in Germany.
(Statistics are of a somewhat different opin -
ion!) The selfless Christian missionary sst e-
bout caring for these poor blind kiddies in
Persia who, according to +tae cruel teachings
of Islam, are regarded as having no soul and
are outcasts, These are the first who are to
receive the blessings of God, of Whom,and this
must be admitted, the Muslims have heard at
least something, oh yes, they know of God and
of Jesus Christ, but just imagine, they refuse
to believe in the sonship of Christ and in
the doctrine of salvation, a blessing which
of course is only a blessing for those who be-
lieve!

Po sum up in brief: just when Mr.Christofel
commenced his work in Persia, which the hordes
of Mohammed took possession of juet after the
prophet's death and either converted her in-
habitants by force or killed them-this was
the only choice - a bloody persecution of the
Christians +took place in Turkey where the
poor Christian Armenians became the victims
of the blood-thirety Mohammedans. But inepite
of all danger, Mr.Chrietofel founded his miss-

ion in & country where even mosques,&s shown
by a picture, are left +to decay because Mus-
lims are utter fataliste and are convinced
that if God wanted His mosque to 1last, He
would have found some means to0 preserve it. By
the way, this decaying of mosques in the Or-
ient proves that the Muslims have no respect
for God,contrary to the Christians.-(Where the
last two wars are ample proof for ihe inten-
tional destruction of Churches by Christians
themselves!) Anyhow, the picture went on and
the lecturer centinued telling dangerous lies
and finally ended up with the sentence: the
Qur'an, the holy script of the Mohammedans, is
a devellish grimace of the Bibel. The evening
ended with a service in the course of which
prayers were offered for the success of Chri-
gtian missionary activities among the heathen
Mohammedans,

1 said +the evening ended, but I had better
said, the evening would have ended if the lmam
of the Berlin Mosque had not been amongst the
audience. His sharp protest,"How dare you pray
after telling such lies?" drew the speaker's
attention. A vivid discussion followed bring-
ing the following result,and this,my dear bro-
thers in the Oriemt, for your very special at-
tention; being accused of telling lies, the
learned spesker replied that I should not be
surprised to hear those coming forth from the
lips of a man, even a Christian clergyman,be-
cause in Christianity there is only one iruth
the word of Jesus Christ as written in the
Bible. As the Imem replied that in the sitting
of the Lower House of the Convocation of Can-
terbury on ¢uly 5 th,1917, it was agreed by 74
to 4 votes +that the question put to deacons
at their ordination should have the following
form: "Do you ... believe all the Canonical
Scriptures of the: New and 0ld Testament as
conveying to us in many parts the revelation
of God?" The speaker answered that even the
Archbishop of Canterbury and all his Convoca-
tion when 'agreeing +to this must have been
dazzled by science which is the strongest and
most serioue enemy of Christianity. The broad
principle of 1lslem that God is the Lord of
the worlds and every man who is righteous and
God fearing will be the recipient of God's re-
ward was considered aes being a liberal concep-
tion whioch was acute during the last century
but not in the present. As the Imam remarked
that parts of the decayed Oriental mosquesare
to be found in European museums and civilian
houses, etolen by suropean scientists and sou
venir-hunters, no answer followed.On more than
a dozen further questions, the speaker remained
silent, simply because he was incapable of re-
plying.Only when talking about the inquisitim,
Dr.Bischoff proudly uttered the words:"It was =&
great blessing to the souls of those tortured
and burnt to death", This chapter is also to be
headed “Christian Iowe towards his Neighbour",
My dear brothers and sisters, this was 1o give
you & brief sketch of how Christian clergymen
work. As you see,they adopt means which are un-
worthy of man,means which would make the found-
er of Christianity,the prophet Jesus,tiurn away
in disgust from his present day flock and
their shepherde. Do not fall a prey to their
sweet voices,but join me in my call to Christi -
anity: Send missionaries to your missionaries
and clergymen,and teach them true religion,but
not to Muslims whose first and last is the be-
lief in God.
